This is the last page of the booklet.

Print on high quality (glossy) paper of 190g/m2 on both sides. On some printers this will give a small shift in the pageborders. In this case adjust the left and right margin of the even pages, i.e. increase left = decrease right with same amount and vice-versa.

Every page has 2 columns. Don't change the margins nor the pageformat (A4). You can edit this as a normal textdocument, inserting tabs, changing font, adding FontWork ... Background is inserted as graphic with wrapping 'background' (normally for the front page= column 2)!
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Cut the page on the pageborder with a sharp cuttng knife and fold it.
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Other details

This is page 2 = column 3. It's printed on the back of the front page.

Normally this page contains just some small notes on the recording place and date and some technical notes (microphones, ...) or is left blank!
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This is page 3 = column 4. Here you can start  your notes on the recorded music such as historical background, short biography of the composer or the performers, .... 

If the text is too large , a new page is inserted and you can continue on column 5, etc...! If you have only 1 page left insert the text in column 1 of page 1!
