In this section, the mathematical development done related to the current research should be outlined. Any assumptions made in performing the formulation along with the nomenclature should be included.
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Experiments / Approach / Numerical Model

In this section, the procedure for experimental or numerical verification should be highlighted i.e. The important input as well as output parameters should be listed and the approach used in the analysis should be explained with clear figures and tables. Any assumptions made in the analysis should be highlighted.
